Home Occupations

An occupation conducted in a dwelling unit
Accessory to a residential use

Applicant must be a resident of the dwelling
Strict standards for these businesses

Also, one of the most common types



Performance Standards for Home Occupations

(i} Home occupation
An occupation conducted in a dwelling unit.

(i}  Exceptinthe HC-G1, HC-G2, HC-G3, and HC-EF districts, a Conditional Use Permit may allow a use that does not conform with subsections (vi) or
(vii), below.

(i)  The home occupation shall be incidental and subordinate to a residential dwelling.
(ili) The home occupation shall not occupy more than 25 percent of the floor area of the dwelling unit.
(iv) Signs, exterior displays or outdoor storage of materials or equipment are prohibited.

(v) The exterior of the building housing the home occupation shall maintain a residential character, and shall not be modified in a manner that
indicates the presence of a home occupation.

(vi) Employees who are not members of the household residing within the dwelling unit are prohibited.
[vii) On-site service to or consultation with customers or clients is prohibited.

(vili) Receipt or delivery of mail, merchandise, goods, or equipment, other than by U.5. Mail, Federal Express, UPS, or similar commercial parcel service is
prohibited.

(ix) On-site sales of merchandise to the general public is prohibited.
(x) A home occupation shall not generate perceptible noise, odor, smoke, electrical interference, or vibration.
(i) Additional parking may be required, as determined by the ZA.

The following uses are specifically prohibited as home occupations:

(A) Personal service businesses;

(B) MNursing homes or hospices;

(C) Tattoo parlors;

(D) Therapeutic massage facilities;

(E)} Contractor’s offices with outdoor storage; and
(F) \ehicle sales and service uses.
